	Allyson Mark (at the CRO) … has come back to me with the following points, which may well be helpful to others and save her the work of repeating herself:


The position of titles or organisations in the Landowner column e.g. esquire under orename and Harbour Company all under surname. Fractions for Landowners should be put under Notes. When there is nothing under description or State of Cultivation simply leave the cell blank. When putting under Notes payment to Vicar and impropriator and listing plot numbers, if they run consecutively it is all right to record them as a span e.g. 243-256

	I thought I'd see what other transcribers are doing with recording proportions in the notes column (and what they mean in some cases).

I have, very early on, come across some interpretation problems with what is recorded in the Landowners column.

The very first entry has one owner with 2/3 and the second with 1/3 (no
tenement name).  Immediately below that for the first named tenement is an
entry naming the second landowner as lessee with 1/3.  Later it shows (same
tenement) another person as lessee with no fraction given.

For the next tenement it shows the first landowner with 1/3, the second with
2/3 and then the second landowner as lessee with 1/3.

I've read the instructions several times and looked at what has been pre-done
for me  with the first entries and I can't figure out what should be recorded
in the notes.

The pre-done bit shows the first entry as landowner 1 1/3, landowner 2 2/3;
the next 20 or so entries (for the first tenement) show landowner 2 as 1/3
with no mention of landowner 1.

	1. sometimes find "With right of common" appears opposite the totals, and occasionally only with the description containing (c ) Do I record "With right of common" against every entry for that tenement in the first example, as totals are recorded for each and every one and against the actual entry only in the second?  [This is what I have done, so far]

2. Transcribe an abbreviated first name “as is”? [Again what I have done, and not expanded it, as surname would be found in any search]

	Allyson picked up on a couple of oddball comments like this when I sent her a copy of what I'd done so far - things like land divided up between 2 owners, one owning 11/12's and the other 1/12 for instance. Another example is that one entry I had, the plot of land was the subject of a dispute between 3 landowners. Allyson's answer to these was to put such info in the notes column and I suspect that is what she will tell you to do.

	I'm stuck on line one. In the guidelines there is nothing for the B's – I’ve looked in the above entry's that they had filled in, and they have numbers that don't equate to anything
that is on the tithe image. Those were blank but she had inserted figures to the appropriator that aren’t on the original.

	Are you looking on the correct pages?  The actual apportionments for the parish of Probus which I'm transcribing start on page 6.  The first few pages being summary schedules and various agreements and valuations. I encourage those who want to find the explanations for what actually went on (it helped me to understand why a certain C.H.T. Hawkins seemed to be getting a cut)  to look at the Wikipedia entry for the Tithe Commutation Act 1836

	Yes I’m on the right page, They had filled in the first few lines to show how to do it etc
The first page for the columns for the amount of rent to Vicar or Appropriater have absolutely nothing entered on them, yet at the end of each tenement there is a total at
the bottom for pounds

	OK, according to the help document, you put zeroes against the individual plots, but the total against each of them in the totals section (columns are headed Total amount payable to party 1, etc.) which follows that.  Most of mine do not have individual rents for each plot. only the total for each occupier ( usually a farm or tenement.)

	She has 0's for nearly all but a few 'seemingly at random' they have entered an amount.for which there is none given etc Some of the tenements have nothing in the landowner column, ,no names at all. Are we to assume it is the same person as the previous?

	Again. the help document says treat a blank owner as "ditto".

	A
	Yes, the first amounts for rent paid to the vicar and impropriator, for instance there might be 6 pots involved, but you only put the rent amount in the first plot's entry and put 0's in the rest. The second time you have to enter these amounts you enter them for every plot - not sure of the reason for this, but that is how its done. The landowner is the same for every tenement until the name changes. Sometimes you get the name of the lessee instead, but most entries in my tithes lack lessee's. The landowner remains the same though.Occupier is easy, they are always entered.

The reason is that the project, when finished, is to superimpose the tithe map on a modern OS map and when you hover over a numbered field with the mouse you will get the full information for that field including the total tithes paid by the person concerned for all his fields

	The first time you enter the payments to the Rector, you just enter the amount once, then nothing against the other plots, since the amount is not apportioned between the plots.  Then in the Notes column you enter the plots covered by the payment to the Rector The second time you enter the payments, is in a Totals column, and shows the total amount paid to the rector (for all plots) against each entry..Similarly with the acreage, in the totals column the total acreage for all the plots is entered against each entry.

	Does anyone elses sheets have what looks like blue ink writing on there? It’s possible it’s another page that's transposed on there as all the lines etc don't always line up with
what is typed on there (but not sure whether to include that info or ignore

	Anything like that I put in the notes column if it is readable.  The checkers will know what to do with it

	Does anyone know the column headings for Roads and Wastes, and for the Summary? 
Allyson sent three 'Tithe Sheets', one with column headings for the Tithe Apportionments themselves, and two others with no column headings, which I assume are to be used for the Roads and Wastes and Summary.  I don't want to guess the column headings and get them wrong.

	I put mine under "State of Cultivation" and Allyson didn't send it back so I assume that it was correct

	Regarding Roads and Wastes, I just put Roads and Wastes in the Tenement Name column. - After having Allyson check my work this week, she has no complaints about it

	Did you want me to type out the Summary on Page 9 as a separate thing?

	A
	The summary doesn't have to be typed as all the information is in the main part of the Apportionment, which is lucky.

	Q
	When I came to write the amount of Rent charged some had merged the amount payable to the Rector/Impropriators from things like 'Arable &  Path'. What I did was put the figure under Arable leaving Path with a    0. Was this correct ?

	A
	When two records use the same number e.g. 19, put 19 in for both instead of leaving an empty cell and then type for the Vicar and Appropriator 1 15 2 and 0 11 4, on the second row put 0 0 0 for both of them and in the notes column type Payment to Vicar and proprietor covers plot number 19.  I hope this helps.  The reason for putting the number in twice and the information in the notes is for when it is online.  Whatever plot number is clicked on will bring up all the relevant information.

	Do we type the Summary, pretty sure someone said no its not required but just wanted to double check? There is also a section on Moors and wastelands, highways/roads etc? All but one part has no info on vicar/appropriator - do we type this as well

	No that isn't required either. The details section is all that needs doing - the other sections are administrative or are summaries of data in the details section.

	You are right thinking the Summary does not require typing, but the Moors, 
wastelands, highways, roads, etc. are required.  We just have to complete 
the columns for ID, Parish Name, CRO Ref., Name and Description and 
Acre/Rods/Perches.
